· Ensure you are up to date and follow guidelines laid down by the Club, the ECB guidelines and for coaches the ECB Coaches Association. 

NEVER

· Condone violation of rules, rough play or the use of prohibited substances

· Exert undue influence over participants to obtain personal gain

· Show favour to any individual at the expense of others.

· Discriminate on the grounds of age, gender, race, sexual orientation or disability.
