Weston Colville Cricket Club – Report on 2006 Season 

2006 was a successful year for Weston Colville in consolidating their positions in the weekend leagues. The First Team finished 3rd in the Cambs and Hunts Premier Cricket League Division 2 only 7 points and a marginal average below 2nd place Waresley who gained promotion. But for the weather at the end of the season and some back luck with individual fixtures, Weston may well have clung on the second spot they held for a large part of the season. This promises well for the future and it is hoped to recruit some new players to renew the challenge next year. Notable end of season victories were against Waresley and Fordham with Adam Curtis making 84 and Arvid Gundersen 47 out of a massive 306 against Waresley. In an end of season friendly Weston ‘Tomtits’ drew with Exning, Adam Taylor finishing the season with a splendid 105.

The second team, also playing at their highest ever level, and fielding a mostly young side, did very well to finish in 6th place in Division 2 South B of the Cambs Cricket Association Junior League. With more young players coming through, next season should enable the 2nds to progress further and challenge for a place in Division 1. Credit is due to Matt Daniels for his sound leadership of the second team and his encouragement to the younger players in the side. Recent results were victories over Elsworth by 9 wkts (Chris Glover 4 for 20, Callum Mayfield 38, Mike Glover 29) and Little Shelford by 37 runs.

In the Haverhill Mid-week League, Weston 1st XI faired less well than in their debut last year when they won both the 1st Division and the League Cup.  They finished 5th in Division 1 winning only 4 games from 10 and were early losers in the cup. In contrast the 2nd mid-week team, comprising a large number of younger players, put together some good wins at the end of the season and were a good 3rd in Division 3B. They struggled to raise 11 players on some occasions but played with good spirit to chalk up 5 victories from 10. Entering the second mid-week team was mostly to encourage the younger players and give them a chance to play with the seniors and it has paid off well. Thanks are due to Kevin Hayes who took on running the second team at short notice and made it a success.

Together with the good run (Quarter Finals) in the nPower National Village Cup Competition, both the senior and junior (reported in September) sections of the Club have had full and successful seasons and we look forward to building on this strong position in the future.
