Club KwikCricket & Presentations Day 15th September 2007

RESULTS SECTION

Weather continues to affect fixtures but the club’s investment in a cover for the wicket has paid off allowing some games to be completed. No more so that the 1st team fixture against Yaxley on 16 June when Weston won in a rain affected match and picked up 20 valuable points. They now lie in 6th place in Tucker Gardner Division 2 half way into the season. Unfortunately, the 1st (Sunday) XI have been knocked out of the nPower National Village Cup competition in the semi-final of the Cambs and Norfolk section, losing to Horseheath away on 10 June.

The first team has a good mix of players with the younger element of Nick Wilderspin, Will Young, Joe Robbins and Jake Smith showing that they can compete well at this level of cricket and contribute to the team’s success.

The second team is also competing well in Division 2 South B of the Cambridgeshire Cricket Association Junior League where they currently lie in 4th place. The seconds also have a keen contingent of younger players with Peter Bragg, Alex Thompson and Richard Brookman all making valuable contributions. 

The two mid-week teams are having mixed fortunes. The first team won through to the semi-finals of the Adams Harrison Cup with a resounding win over Helions Bumpstead on 13 June at home but they unfortunately lost the semi-final to Lowry Engineering on 12 July. They lie in 5th place of Division 1 of the Haverhill Mid-week League. The second X1 got through the first round of the AH cup but defaulted in the second round due to a lack of players.
